Past champions dominated the Open
events in the 2008 Rebound Ace
University Open Tennis
Championships, played at The
University of Queensland Tennis Cen-
tre (St Lucia, Brisbane) on 25-27 July
and 1-3 August.

Mark Draper, the champion in 1993,
made a welcome return to the tourna-
ment and easily won the Open Men'’s
Singles without losing a set. Monika
Wejnert, the champion in 2006, also
won without losing a set. Wejnert
made history at the 2006 University
Open when, at just 14 years of age,
she became the youngest winner of
the Open Ladies Singles.

114 players contested the Open Men’s

Singles. In the Final, Mark Draper
defeated Isaac Frost 7-5 6-0. Draper,
the No. 2 Seed, reached the Final by
defeating Lachlan Treacher 6-2 6-1,
Robert Dorman 7-6 6-1, Sean Fyfe
6-3 6-3, Brad Clews 6-1 6-1 (Quarter-
Final) and Steven De Waard 6-2 6-3
(Semi-Final). Frost, the No. 1 Seed,
reached the Final by defeating Denis
